Driver Training Procedure for Health Care Problems
Lexington Public Schools contracts with two companies that provide transportation for students to and from school. Given the increasing number of children with special health care needs, the LPS will provide a training session with drivers early in the school year to review specific health conditions and how to handle symptoms that require an immediate response.
The training session will be coordinated by the LPS Transportation Department and include the district nurse leader. The session will last 1/2 hour.
The training session will include:

· EpiPen administration
· Review of when to call 911
· The importance of student confidentiality and their health problem

· An opportunity to answer questions
Training will include the following rules:
1. Do not allow food to be eaten on the bus.
2. Do not give any medication to a child except epinephrine. 

3. Do not allow a child to share medication with another child.
4. Children are only allowed to carry emergency medication. If a child has medication other than emergency medication, make sure the school nurse is informed.
